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Doon police arrest vlogger for traffic violation
and insulting women’s modesty for views

The Dehradun police have
arrested a vlogger

Dhananjay Singh, a Patelnagar
resident, for rash driving and
allegedly insulting women’s
modesty on roads in order to
garner views on social media
platforms. The superintendent
of police, traffic, Akshay Konde
said that the accused has
uploaded many videos in social
media where he can be seen
causing inconvenience to the
public, especially young
women. “He has uploaded sev-
eral videos with titles like ‘Cute
girl reaction on Kawasaki Z900’
and ‘Cute girl market reaction’
on social media.

In such videos, he can be
seen unnecessarily accelerating
the accelerator of his bike to
seek the attention of young
women and subsequently pass-
ing from in front of them

slowly. He then uploads such
videos with absurd titles. It is
clearly visible in his videos that
such stunts caused inconve-
nience to those women.

He has also uploaded videos
of rash driving in narrow lanes
and colonies causing inconve-
nience to local residents,” said
Konde. He said that consider-
ing all such violations, the
police registered an FIR against
him and arrested him on
Monday evening. The police
have imposed section 177 (false
information), section 290 (pun-
ishment for public nuisance in
cases not otherwise provided
for), section 509 - (word, ges-
ture or act intended to insult
the modesty of a woman) and
section 283 (danger or obstruc-
tion in public way or navigation
path) under Indian Penal Code.

health and education facilities

along with skill devel-
opment training to a
girl child since her
birth. The Women
Empowerment and
Child Development
minister Rekha Arya
also said in the event
that the government
has tried providing all
possible facilities in the
new sports policy to
encourage participa-
tion of young girls in
sports. She said that the
government has given
scholarships of Rs
1,500 each to 3,900
children under the
M u k h y a m a n t r i

50 per cent of the beneficiaries
are sportswomen, added Arya.
The CM along with Arya and
women commission’s head
Kusum Kandwal also felicitat-
ed various sportswomen for
their commendable perfor-
mance in their respective
sports.

CFSL to conduct narco &
polygraph tests of Pulkit
Arya in February first week

The team of  Centra l
Forensic  Science

Laboratory (CFSL) is likely
to conduct narco and poly-
graph tests of Pulkit Arya,
the main accused in the
Ankita Bhandari murder
case, in the first week of
February after the recent
court order. The additional
director general (ADG) of
police (Law and Order) V
Murugesan said that the
authority has presently given
dates from February 1 to 3 to
conduct narco and poly-
graph tests as per the court
order but changes are pos-
sible in this schedule too
due to certain factors.
However, he added that the
tests are most likely to be
conducted in the first week
of February.

The body of 19-year-old
receptionist  Ankita
Bhandari  f rom Pauri
Garhwal was recovered
from the Chilla canal in
Rishikesh on September 24
last year. The police arrest-
ed the main accused Pulkit
Ar ya-  the owner of
Vanantara Resort and his
two accomplices Ankit

Gupta and Saurabh Bhaskar
on September 23.

The Special Investigation
Team (SIT) investigating the
case also later added charges
of sexual harassment under
section 354A of IPC and
Section 5 under the Immoral
Traffic (Prevention) Act
against them along with the
charges of murder (IPC
302), criminal conspiracy
(IPC 120B) and conceal-
ment of evidence (IPC 201)
sections on October 9.

The police also invoked
Gangster Act against the
three accused in the case on
October 30. The SIT filed a
chargesheet of 500 pages
against the three accused
last month based on about
100 witnesses and 30 pieces
of concrete evidence in this
case. The officials said that
though the police have all
the evidence against cul-
prits, the narco and poly-
graph tests of Pulkit will
strengthen their case in
court.
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
